Presenters-Presentations

BRUCE EVANS - Bruce is the EMS Chief at the North Las Vegas Fire
Department. He started at NLVFD after 18 years at Henderson Fire serving
as a FF/Paramedic, Fire Suppression & EMS Captain. Bruce is an NFPA
Fire Instructor Il and a nationally certified EMS instructor. He coordinates
the College of Southern Nevada’s Fire Tech programs teaching various
fire/EMS Topics. Bruce has 25+ years in a variety of EMS settings and has
been nationally registered as a paramedic for 20+ years. Captain Evans
holds a Master's Degree in Public Administration, Bachelor's Degree in
Education from the University of Nevada, LV & an Associate’s Degree in
Fire Management from the College of Southern Nevada.

Principles of Toxicology - It's a world full of chemicals and it's the dose
that makes the poison. This course will explain the principles of toxicology
and help the student identify the resources available for the EMS provider
when responding to a toxicology emergency. This class will also discuss
the new NFPA 473 standard for personnel responding to hazardous
materials emergencies.

Pediatric Toxicology — One pill can kill, and the amount of prescription
medication present in most households provides an opportunity to injure a
child. Other common household chemicals present significant toxicology
issues for small children. The course will use a scenario-based approach to
educating EMS providers on pediatric toxicology.

Smoke Inhalation - Your local residential fire delivers twins every time.
Toxic twins that is. Science tells us that carbon monoxide and hydrogen
cyanide are present in fire smoke, and their toxicology is connected from
their origin. Antidote therapy is available and screening tools are present to
help EMS providers make significant gain on the subtle symptoms that can
result in death or disability.

Septic Shock — A late diagnosis on septic shock is always a poor outcome.
In this session, we will discuss the trends in sepsis and identify the care
needed forit. Bruce will give a short update on flu and preparation plus
modified plans for EMS

DENNIS EDGERLY - Dennis began his EMS career in 1987 as a volunteer
firefighter/EMT. He completed his paramedic education in 1989 and went
to work for Reed Ambulance. During his time there, he was promoted to a
supervisory position. He began EMT-B instructing part time in 1992. In
1999, he was awarded Instructor/Coordinator of the Year by the State of
Colorado and was awarded Instructor of the Year by the Colorado
Symposium on Emergency Care in 2004. Currently, he is the Paramedic
Education Coordinator at HealthONE EMS and is frequently a presenter at
EMS conferences around the country and in Canada. Dennis is also a bi-
monthly columnist for JEMS Online and content review and contributing
author for several EMS texts.

The Rules of EMS — A light-hearted look at EMS. In class and training, we
learn the rights and wrongs from the book. This class is designed to talk
about what we know is true, even if it is not written. The presentation gives
us a chance to laugh at ourselves.

Born to Be Bad - Congenital abnormalities offer challenges to pre-hospital
providers. This course will give participants an understanding of fetal
development and potential problems at birth. Conditions to be discussed
are: patent foramen ovale, incomplete interventricular septum, patent
ductus arteriosus and Tetralogy of Fallot. Pathophysiology, presentation
and treatment will be the focus.

Ripping, Tearing, Things that Go POP! - Pathophysiology of aortic
aneurysms, drugs, predetermining factors, signs/symptoms and formulating
treatment plans will be the topics of discussion.
